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B.A. HONOURS IN BENGALI (3 Tier Examination Pattern)
PROGRAMME SPECIFIC OUTCOME

The main objective of this programme is to introduce detailed in-depth knowledge in Bengali
Language and literature. This programme develops sufficient conceptual understanding in
students. It develops a strong concept of basic Bengali grammar and linguistics. This programme
builds capability in students choosing to seek employment in various ways like teaching,
journalism, Publishing, Media and communication. It helps to develop their knowledge in
various literary fields and communicative competence required to aid their overall professional

performance.

Students completing B.A. (HONS.) Programme will be able to access a wide range of working

sectors.

They may apply to Universities for a Post Graduation programme in the specific subject.
Students may also appear in Civil Service examinations as they become eligible for it
after successfully completing it.

They can improve their performance in competitive examinations in academic sectors
such as SSC, NET, SET, RET etc. They can appear in these examinations if they secure
their Hons. Degree.

Students will be able to start their career as primary or upper primary teacher after
completing their graduation, if they have a D.EL.Ed or B.Ed.

Students may apply for Doctoral Programme, if they secure the required percentage of
marks in PG.

Completing Bengali Honours make students eligible for pursuing their career in
Journalism, Translation related works, Publishing Houses etc.

They can seek employment as translators, as proofreaders, as editors in magazines or
journals, as book reviewer, as radio jockey, as news anchor, news reader, anchor of
television shows, as content writer, content maker, dialogue and script writers in the film
industries and so on.

They can seek and find employment in the digital or print media and content writing
sectors.

Students can establish concepts and confidence in gaining self-employment strategies.
